Vision Ambassadors
Every year we select pupils  from Year six who are appointed by staff as our Vision 
Ambassadors. They meet regularly with the Headteacher and are involved in a wide 
range of activities, including taking the lead in school celebrations and representing 
The Endowed School on visits. 

Agents of Change
All our pupils are Agents of Change. Elected by the children, one pupils from each 
class represent ‘Agents of Change’ to discuss issues, bring ideas and solutions to 
make the world we live in a better place for everyone.
